Eskilstuna kommuns Lassatsning: To read aloud for 6 year olds

Short bio

Ylva Lindholm works as a consultant librarian for Eskilstuna Kommuns Lassatsning.
She organizes reading promotions towards teachers and students in elementary
school's lower secondary school, as well as training schools and special schools.

Helena Nilsson works as a consultant librarian and team leader for Eskilstuna
Kommuns Lassatsning. She is a specialist on reading promotions for children 0-10
years and those associated with them, such as parents, preschool and school
personnel, grandparents and more.

Abstract

The purpose of Eskilstuna kommuns Lassatsning is to stimulate children’s joy of
reading, develop their language, and work to give them good reading habits. Our
aim is to increase the joy of reading of all girls and boys up to 10 years. At our
workshop we will focus on how we work for 6-year-olds. In Sweden, all 6-year-olds
start pre-school classes. The purpose of preschool classes is to stimulate each
student's development and learning. Play and creation are included as essential
elements for the pre-school class work method. It is important to help the students
to continue to develop their language. This you can do through picture books and
stories, thus the language continues to evolve and the children get an idea how a
story is built. Additionally, the story, the reading aloud, gives the children a
common experience.

At Eskilstuna kommuns Lassatsnings workshop you will be involved in reading
aloud pictures book in two languages, participating in reading aloud picture books
based on themes and testing reading aloud a tale or a picture book while using

props.

“Reading used to be a strained chore”

Short bio

Heikkild Mervi is a chief librarian in Seindjoki public library. She is very interested
in reading problems and how libraries and librarians can help those children who
have difficulties with reading. That’s why she and her colleagues have developed
some methods to assist those children namely through reading clubs, easy reading
campaigns and a reading camp. In this context, she co-operates with schools a lot,
but also with families.




Abstract

This workshop focuses on children with reading difficulties and especially on how
to make reading interesting. Participants will hear about reading clubs, campaigns
and camps arranged by Seindjoki public library, Finland. Participants will also
generate ideas through collaborative, hands on exercises and brain storm on
different ways of how to reach out to and engage with these children, as well as
their families. An emphasis will be placed on the methodology designed, tested and
applied for working with children with disabilities at the Seindjoki public library.

How to Strength Children’s Reading Habits in a Digitized World

Short bio

Lotte Hviid Dhyrbye is a Manager of the Danish Think Tank Libraries of the Future.
She started in the library sector in 2012 and has built up the Think Tank together
with public libraries across Denmark and library organizations such as The Danish
Library Association, Danish Union of Librarians, Library Director Association, The
Danish Research Library Association et al. The Think Tank generates professional,
public and political debate and awareness of the role of libraries now and in the
future by producing national analysis and cross-disciplinary activities about the
future role of libraries.

Abstract

This workshop will provide a new insight in Danish Study on Children’s Reading
Habits from 9- 14 years and develop action plans on how you can strengthen your
impact on children’s reading habits. An introduction to The Danish Think Tank will
be given as well as present the main findings from this study: What and who
inspires children to read in today’s reconfigured media matrix, where do they find
information and inspiration, and what is their perception of public libraries? We
will discuss and work with the changing role of public libraries and how the public
library can rethink its role in creating a generation of strong readers.

Specifically, the changes, that the library undertook in all relevant fields in order to
provide services on a tight budget to its customers will be thoroughly discussed and
presented through interactive group excersices.
